Kotorsky pogost was a local centre in the western part of Novgorod Land in Middle Age. 
The complex of archaeological monuments include a temporarily used hill fort, a large unfor-
tified settlement, and several cemeteries dated the period of late 1st millennium – early 12 th 
century.  

The article presents materials from the excavations of unfortified settlement and cemeter-
ies of 10 th century.

O. A. Tarabardina.  Yaroslav Court in medieval Novgorod in light of 

dendrochronological research 
 

Archaeological research at Yaroslav Court in medieval Novgorod took place for a long 
time but dendrochronological dating was used only with samples from sites Dvorishchensky 
XVIII–XX which were excavated in 2007–2014. Several absolute dates become result of this 
research and in several cases they were about 400 years younger than previously proposed 
archaeological ones. For the first time in Novgorod archaeology medieval burials were dated 
dendrochronologically and thus we discover that necropolis of St.Nicholas church started to 
form in the early 16th century (1500–1510).

In this arti-
cle the author tries to divide the facts from the hypotheses and to reveal the reliable informa-
tion about the topography and the buildings of the archbishop’s residence in 14–15th centuries. 
The data received during the recent fieldwork is also presented in the text. The author pro-
poses that we cannot make the valid reconstruction of the topography of Vladychny dvor in 
14–15th centuries now.

The Entry of Our Lord to Jerusalem church marked the main 
entrance to the territory of St Sophia cathedral (“Jerusalem” of Novgorod) from the Great 
Volkhov bridge. The author proposes that the street which connected Voskresenskiye and 
Prechistenskiye gates was the main street of Detinets.

A. �. Vovin. “All Pskov” and “Pskov men”: common people in an urban 

administration of the 'veche' cities 
 

The paper is focused on an issue of the main power institute in medieval Pskov. Tradi-
tionally in historiography it has been examined via 'veche' mentions in the sources whether a 
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power system was elitarian or egalitarian. That approach is challenged in the paper on the 
Pskov sources's data. Another notions 'all Pskov' and 'Pskov' men are emphasized. In Pskov 
sources they meant a city assembly, a gathering of all inhabitants who lived inside the city 
walls. Having a right to control city magistrates and to judge gravest crimes punishable (ac-
cording to Pskov Judicial Charter) by death penalty, that institution remained a main govern-
ing body in Pskov till the 1510 inspite of a growing social differentiation and the rising of city 
oligarchy that tried to monopolize an access to all city magistrates.

M. A. Shibaev. Novgorodsko-Sofiisky code and the protoskriptory of 
Euthymius II 

 

Starting with the works of A. A. Shakhmatov the author analyzes the historiographical 
problem of Novgorodsko-Sofiisky code. Analyzing the chronicles of the 15 centuries (Sofiis-
kaya First Chronicle, Novgorodskaya Karamzinskaya Cronicle, Novgorodskaya Fourth 
Chronicle) M. A. Shibaev comes to the conclusion that Polychron of metropolitan Fotius did 
not exist. The article deals with reconstruction of editorial methods of Novgorodsko-Sofiisky 
code’s writer. 

The author concludes that the Novgorodsko-Sofiisky code was edited in the late 1430's 
by the order of the archbishop of Novgorod Euthymius II. Textological analysis allows to 
conclude that the Novgorodsko-Sofiisky code was divided into two parts.

The complaints of the Hanseats happened in the Russian-Livonian negotiates in Septem-
ber-October 1494 refute the idea of the absence of the Russian (Novgorodian) right of salvage 
but, on the contrary, illustrate the vitality of this ancient tradition. In the Novgorod's sea coast 
to the end of XVthe century they are subject to the same legal standards as in the other Baltic 
countries, which prescribes the return of the found to owner property in return for payment by 
them a «berchgeld». However, following the accession of Novgorod to Moscow, there is a 
violation of this rule in people's everyday life and on administrative level and the restore of the 
older, «prehanseatic», custom.

A. A. Frolov. Two Cadaster Books of Porkhov and Porkhov' «uezd» of 

1576 by V. M. Bezobrazov Inquiry: Codicological Study 
 

The article examines the contents of the archive manuscript from RGADA (fund 137). 
Since the publication in 1905 this manuscript is treated by historians as one inquiry book of 
Porkhov and Porhov «uezd» 1575/76 with description collected by V. Bezobrazov. Codicol-
ogy study shows that the manuscript combines fragments of two replicas manufactured in 
Pskov in the middle 1580s with data of two inquiry conducted in 1576. These documents are a 
unique historical source of the reign of «Tsar Simeon Bekbulatovich». Manufacturing of these 
replicas is associated with the process of returning back of Novgorod' lands that had been cut 
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off to Pskov in 1570-s by Ivan the Terrible. In the Appendix the text of the last four lists of the 
manuscript is published. These lists were not published in 1905 and, therefore, are still not 
known to researchers.

A. I. Pereswetoff-Morath. “Who instructed our troops on how to reach 

Novgorod”: Ivan Šval´ in Contemporaneous Swedish Sources. 
 

This paper introduces previously unknown Swedish archival sources on the rôle of Ivan 
Šval´ in the Swedish capture of Novgorod in 1611 and its aftermath. It is confirmed that Šval´ 
“instructed” the Swedes how to “reach Novgorod”, for which he was rewarded with corn. It is 
also shown that he was allocated the two hamlets Staraburja and Kljasino in Ingria, probably 
in 1615, but that this grant was revoked in late 1616 or early 1617 and given to the bayor A. I. 
(Šum) Chomutov, after which time Šval´ disappears from both Swedish and Russian sources.

Introducing Novgorod occupation archive 
(NOA) documents for scientific use from the State Archives of Sweden has provided Russian 
historians with the opportunity to abandon the unilateral approach to estimate the Novgorod 
Troubles, though the contradiction of their positions on this issue indicates the incomplete 
formation of its conceptual model.

Onufriy, as hegumen of the monastery of St. Anthony, one of the first to sign a verdict on the 
invitation of the Swedish prince on the Moscow throne, and after the election of Mikhail Ro-
manov -  led a revolt against the Swedes in Tikhvin.

Court and monastery districts were the preferable places for 
deserters’ settling. In 1660s the new Tesovo Court district (volost’) was created near the bor-
derline, very close with the small estate of St. Trinity Zverino monastery. Deserters primarily 
from Coporje district and Ingria parishes (pogosts) occupied former village places, stood 
empty since early 17th century, after the desertion started in 1580s and finalized through the 
Time of Troubles. Upper Oredezh dialect of Izhora language was shaped also in that space. In 
the first years of the Great Northern war the inhabitants of these villages became the first ob-
ject for the borderline attacks. The article brings the new view on the problem of this border-
land area habitation in 17–18th centuries.

Based on the analysis of a number of archival sources G. A. Zamyatin showed how to 
prepare this embassy, analyzed in detail the course of negotiations in Moscow, found out what 
results achieved each of the parties - Moscow, Stockholm and Novgorod.
