V.G. Vovina-Lebedeva
The Russian North as an Argument in the Dispute
about the Historical Path of Russia

The article provides an analysis of the historiography devoted to
the role ofthe Russian North in the choice of Russia’s historical paths.
The author analyzed the studies of S.F. Platonov, N.E. Nosov and
A.A. Zimin. In these investigations the concept of the path of deve-
lopment of Russia based on pre-bourgeois economic experience and
the experience of local self-government in the Russian North was
formed. This path was considered as an alternative to a strong
centralized state based on serfdom. But the possibilities for imple-
menting this alternative were lost already in the pre-Petrine epoch.

This article is devoted to the history of dynastic projects that pre-
ceded the marriage of Tsar Peter to Evdokiya Fedorovna Lopukhina.
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In 1997, Zbigniew Wojcik published a Polish document, according
to which there was a project of marrying the young tsar to the princess
Theresa Kunegunda, the daughter of the Polish king Jan Sobieski.
In 2012, historian Kirill A. Kochegarov published documents testi-
fying the existence ofanother dynastic projectinvolving the Princess
Daredzhan of Imeretia. The article introduces into scientific circu-
lation the letters ofthe Danish commissioner Butenandt von Rosen-
busch and the Brandenburg envoy Johannes Reyer. These letters
provide us with the chronology of these projects. Attempts to con-
clude dynastic alliances with other royal houses were not abandoned
after the unsuccessful project ofthe Danish-Russian dynastic alliance
under Mikhail Fedorovitch, nor were they an innovation by Peter
the Great.

The superiors of the mo-
nasteries rendered him the traditional “honor” (offerings); and
Menshikov demonstrated the concern for maintaining church piety
which was inherent for Russian Orthodox people.

S.L. Vladislavich-Raguzinsky’ Visit to Peter the Great
at Pyrmont (June 1716)

In the 1710s, Sava L. Vladislavich-Raguzinsky, a Serb in Rus-
sian service, court councilor, was in correspondence with many
influential people of the Petrine era. He developed the most trus-
ting relationships with Fedor M. Apraksin. Several dozen letters
written by the court councilor are deposited now in the fund of
Apraksin (RGAVMF. F. 233. Op. 1). In May 1716, Sava Vladi-
slavich-Raguzinsky left Saint Petersburg for Venice and visited
Pyrmont by his way. At this German water resort, Peter the Great
and members of his retinue received treatment with mineral waters
inJune 1716.

The letter written by Sava Vladislavich-Raguzinsky in Pyrmont
onJuly 4, 1716 and sentto F.M. Apraksin is published in the present
article. The court councilor described in detail the content of his
conversation with Peter the Great, emphasizing the tsar’s interest
in his affairs. Vladislavich-Raguzinsky also noted the tension bet-
ween the leaders of the Ambassadorial prikaz G.lI. Golovkin and
P.P. Shafirov and the cease of estrangement between tsar and
A.D. Menshikov. This letter characterizes relations between court
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councilor and General Admiral. It contains the facts not yet known
to historians on the tsar’s stay at the water resort.

Analysis ofthe correspondence of Sava Vladislavich-Raguzinsky
provides historians with new opportunities for the reconstruction
of informal contacts in Russian high society.

“Man Who is Smart and Honest”:
Ilvan Maximovich Shuvalov Sr. (1676-1735)

This article reconstructs the biography of Major-General Ivan
Maximovich Shuvalov, a participant of the Great Northern War of
1700-1721 and a regional administrator of the first third of the 18th
century. Being the supreme commissioner on the Karelian Isthmus,
in Pomorie and on the Don in 1713-1735, he did not tarnish his
reputation. He was distinguished from the majority of the officials
of that time and can be considered as an atypical representative of
the Russian official elite. For the first time, the service of .M. Shu-
valov on the southern frontiers of Russia in 1733-1735, and his role
in preparation for the war against Ottoman Empire are highlighted
on the basis of new archival materials.

The Biographies of Staff-Officers of the Shuvalov’ Regiment
from the Vyborg Garrison (1700s-1730s)

The article reconstructed the biographies of three staff-officers
ofthe Shuvalov’regiment from the Vyborg garrison: I. Khotyaintsev,
A. Osein and M. Zamytsky. They descended from noble families of
Moscow and started military career in the early stage of the Great
Northern War (1700-1721). Their biographies reflected the vicis-
situdes of the formation of the Russian regular army. Throughout
the 1700s the officers took partin several large campaigns in Estland
and Livland, gained experience in service in Derpt, Narva and Pskov
garrisons, and were engaged into groups with scouting and disrupting
missions on enemy controlled territories. Moreover, the career of
each includes several transfers from one military unit to another.
The biographies of I. Khotyaintsev, A. Osein and M. Zamytsky were
tied by appointment to serve in the regiment of Colonel Yu. Shkot
(later regiment of I. Shuvalov). Since 1710, this military unit became
part ofthe structure of Vyborg garrison. Consequently, the final stage
in the career of the officers is connected with Old Finland. In the ar-
ticle, the service of officers in Vyborg is described on the basis of
unpublished documents from the archives of central and local
institutions.

The Formation of Trade Shipping in the Port
of Saint Petersburg during the Reign of Peter the Great
(According to Sound Toll Registers)

In agreat number of studies on early history of Saint Petersburg
it is paid much attention on its formation as the foreign trade port.
In order to trace the whole process, it is important to include into
research the data collected continuously for many years under one
program and recorded in documents with a stable form. The materials
of merchant ships registration while collecting toll in the Sound strait
are corresponded to these requirements. Those registers are kept in
the Danish National Archive in Copenhagen. Nowadays these ma-
terials are systematized in the digital database posted on the Inter-
net. The analysis of these data in relation to ships going to Saint
Petersburg and back indicates that the regular shipping in the new
Russian port on the Baltic Sea began in 1713. Since then the port
had been developed steadily. Atthe end ofthe reign of Peter the Great,
more than ahundred ships arrived in the port from countries outside
the Baltic, most from England and Holland, as well as from France,
Portugal, Spain, Italy.

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and in 1753 it was granted to the Naval Cadet Corps. The appendix
of the article contains an inventory of the house, compiled in 1732.

“The Faculty of Medicine is Entirely from the Second Class...
can be Composed”: The Medic Training
at the Saint Petersburg Academy of Sciences in 1725-1732

The scholars traditionally associated the genesis ofhigher medical
education in Russiawith the uplifting the level oftraining in hospital
schools, and with the opening of Moscow University (1755). How-
ever, the author of the present article demonstrates that since 1725
medical sciences had been taught as university courses at the Saint
Petersburg Academy of Sciences. Following the foundation of Aca-
demy in 1724, its members (“professors”) were arranged according
to the classes, instead of faculties. The professors of medicine were
enlisted into the “Second class”. Their number exceeded the one of
the standard set of professors of Medical faculty in a small European
university. The results of teaching medicine at the Academy were
rather modest. None ofthe students went through the whole course
from the beginning to the end. Nevertheless, at least fifteen medical
students may be identified in the Academy before 1732. More than
eleven of them later became doctors, including J. Schilling, ‘leib-
medicus’of Empress Elizabeth, and A. Ens, herbarium collector and
examiner of smallpox. These facts provide the foundation for
including the Saint Petersburg Academy of Sciences into the number
of original institutions of medical education in Russia.

The nar-
rative of Frenchman is based on his personal observations and is
generally friendly to Russians. However, the author notes the bar-
barity ofthe common people and their condition of serfdom, the do-
minance of foreigners at the court, as well as the cruelty of punish-
ments. Saint Petersburg was described as a great city that has been
changing forthe better. The appendix to the article provides the trans-
lation of parts of the text containing the author’s Saint Petersburg
impressions.
